On August 11, 2023 Governor Katie Hobbs declared a 

Sate of Emergency to support local heat relief efforts.  

If you or anyone you know is struggling with paying their utility 

bills and for those low income households you can apply for the 

LIHEAP program for assistance. LIHEAP is a federally funded 

program that helps low income households pay their heating/

cooling bills, minimize crises, and make energy costs more af-

fordable through weatherization assistance (insulation installa-

tion, window shading, HVAC service, etc.). Eligible households 

may receive up to $1,200 once per year. Additionally, applicants 

may receive up to $1,000 in supplemental benefits in applicable 

crisis situations.
